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REFUGEE ACTION YORK (RAY) VOLUNTEER ROLE DESCRIPTION

VOLUNTEER ROLE – EVENTS AND FUNDRAISING
RAY’s vision is for all refugees, asylum seekers and migrants to be welcomed and fully accepted into local and regional communities, where they can feel safe and empowered to rebuild their lives.

We support at least 20 different ethnicities through a number of services: 

· The Hub - a monthly drop-in for families with language classes, educational and social activities, talks from local service providers and a shared meal 

· Youth and Sports clubs (for ages 11-18) that provide social activities for young people from refugee and asylum seeking families. 
· Individual support to families, parents or children and young people e.g. homework support, Befriending and Mentoring.

· Weekly Coffee Mornings to reduce isolation and English conversation support
· Information and support – signposting and supporting access to benefits advisors, employment/careers advice, housing and mental health services
RAY is looking to expand our team of events and fundraising volunteers to help us raise money and awareness about the work we do.

Key Responsibilities of the Role:

· Identify potential funding opportunities and analyse data to help map potential funders
· Assist with grant writing and proposal development
· Organise fundraising campaigns and events
· Liaise with individuals and businesses to facilitate their fundraising events
· Create fundraising materials
· Attend events to represent RAY and assist with setting up (stall table, banner etc)
Volunteers may choose to be involved in all aspects of the role or specific aspects that align with their skills and interests.
Skills Required:
· Good verbal and written communication skills
· Self-initiative

· Creativity
· Passionate about the role and aims of RAY
Time Commitment: 

Variable depending on the role but as a guide the expectation is for volunteers to assist with three events per year or to spend two hours per fortnight assisting with fundraising bids or online research
